MOBILE USES 

Emergency number. 112 will find the local emergency num-
ber worldwide. Can be dialled even if the keypad is locked. 

Hidden battery power. Key in *3370# to get 50% increase. 
Replaced next time phone is charged. 

Disable phone. Key in *#06# to get 15 number code. Keep 
this safe—if phone is stolen call service provider—give the 

code, they will be able to block the handset so that it can-

not be used by anyone else. 

Locked out of your car? If spare keys at home call someone 
and have them press the unlock button, holding your phone 

near the car. 

One other 

ATM number reverse. If you are forced to withdraw money 
by a robber, key in the pin in reverse ie 4321 instead of 

1234. Money will be given but the police will be alerted. 
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Several recycling bins around the Estate  have not been 

emptied because they are contaminated.

It is probably that there are items in it which are not 

recyclable. Things should not be put in plastic bags, just 

tip them in loose. Also things like microwave ovens and 

other hardware will not be taken away.
